Lesson 1
· Environment = everything that surrounds a living thing

Living things = plants and animals

Nonliving things = sunlight, air (climate), water, and soil

· Plants need the sunlight to make food

· Ecosystem = the living and nonliving parts of an environment working together

Ex. Costal Redwoods use sunlight to make food and need soil, water, and air to survive.

Lesson 2
Grasslands:
· have many grasses and flowering plants

· have few trees

· have cool winters and hot summers

· little rain

· dry soil

· grasshoppers and bison live here

Deserts:

· little rain

· hot days, cold nights

· have yucca plants, rattlesnakes, and desert bobcats

Tundra: 
· cold and dry

· in Northern part of world

· winters are long and cold

· summers are short and cool

· soil below surface always stays frozen
· few trees grow here because the roots cannot grow in the frozen soil

· wolves, caribou, brown bears, and eagles all live here

Lesson 3

Coniferous Forest:
· grow in North America, Europe, and Asia

· grow where summers are warm and dry and winters are cold and snowy

· have Spruce, Fir, and Pine Trees

· keep leaves all year

Deciduous Forest: 
· warmer climate than coniferous forests

· have rain in the summer and snow in the winter

· have Oak, Maple, and Beech Trees

· drop their leaves in the fall and grow new leaves in the spring

· Plants in both forests provide food and shelter for animals.

Tropical Forest: 

· have a warm, rainy climate all year

· have very tall trees

· most animals live in the trees

· has much more rainfall than a desert

Freshwater:
· includes: lakes, ponds, rivers, and streams

Oceans: 
· salt water

· cover most of the Earth
