Lesson 1
- Ways living things interact:


1. Helping in groups – prairie dogs live in groups for protection.  They take turns standing watch, if they sense danger they whistle, then the whole group runs and hides until the danger has passed.

2. One kind helping another – Barnacles attach to whales.  They catch food as the whale swims through the water.

3. Two kinds helping each other – The Yucca Moth helps the Yucca Plant by carrying pollen from another Yucca plant.  The plant helps the moth by giving it a habitat and food for its young.

Lesson 2

· Producer – makes its own food. Ex. Plants

· Consumer – a living thing that eats food.

    

- herbivore – eats only plants



- carnivore – eats only meat



- omnivore – eats both plants and animals

· Prey – an animal hunted by others for food

· Predator – a consumer that hunts other animals for food

· Food Chain – All the food-getting interactions among living things.
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· Food Web – made up of more than one food chain.  Food webs tie a community together.  Each part of a web affects other parts.

Lesson 3
· Competition – two or more living things competing for the same resources.  Ex. In a forest the small trees are competing with the tall trees to get sunlight.

· Living things compete for resources such as: food, water, and living space. Ex. the population of lemmings changes when the amount of resources in their environment changes.

Lesson 4
· How do environments change? 
1. Living things cause change:
· beaver builds a dam

· water backs up behind dam

· a new wetland habitat grows

· fish, birds, and many other animals now live there

2. Natural Events cause change:
· hurricanes

· floods

· droughts

· volcanoes

· forest fires – ash from fires helps new plants grow

· Decomposer – a living thing that breaks down waste and living things that have died

· Decay – when living things break down or rot

Lesson 5
· Basic needs of people: 

1. food

2. water

3. shelter

4. air

5. clean environment

· Food to Energy:
1. Mouth – teeth break food into pieces.  Saliva mixes with food so you can swallow it.

2. Stomach – muscles mix the pieces with juices.  The food becomes a paste.

3. Small Intestines – where most of the digestion happens.  Paste breaks down into nutrients that pass into bloodstream.

4. Large Intestines – water passes into bloodstream.  Food parts not digested are passed out of the body.

Lesson 6
· Exercise – keeps a person’s lungs, heart, and muscles strong and healthy.

· Germs – small living things that include bacteria and viruses, many of which can cause illness.
