Lesson 1
· All living things need water to survive and grow

· Water makes up 2/3 of your body

· How does water help our bodies?

- helps digest food

- carries materials to body parts and waste away from them

- helps keep your body at the right temperature

· Uses of water:

- food

- crops and farms

- transportation

- power of moving water to make electricity

· The Earth is called “The Blue Planet” because 75 % or ¾ of the Earth’s surface is covered in water

- Most of Earth’s water is salty ocean water

- Lakes, rivers, and streams supply our fresh water

- Some freshwater we use comes from underground.  It seeps

  down and collects in underground spaces.  

  This is called groundwater.
· Wetlands = when the top level of groundwater is very close to the Earth’s surface.

- Wetlands are home to many animals
Lesson 2 
· Forms of water:

- liquid

- solid

- gas

· Water freezes from liquid to a solid at 0 degrees Celsius

- When water freezes it expands
· Water Cycle:
Evaporation ( Condensation ( Precipitation
· Evaporation – the sun’s energy turns the water on the surface of the Earth into water vapor.

Water vapor = water found in the air
· Condensation – as the water vapor rises it cools and condenses to form tiny drops of water.  These tiny drops of water form clouds.

· Precipitation – when the tiny water drops grow too heavy they fall to the Earth as precipitation.  Precipitation can be rain, sleet, snow, or hail.

· Why must the water we use be clean?

- water may contain germs that can make people sick

- water may contain dirt or salt that can harm machines

· At Water Treatment Plants chemicals are added to the water to kill germs.
