Lesson 1 
· Clouds are made of tiny water droplets in the air

· Clouds can help predict the weather:

- white, fluffy clouds = a warm, bright day

- dark clouds = stormy weather

· Tools for measuring weather: p. 177

- Barometer – measures air pressure

- Anemometer – measures wind speed

- Wind Vane – measures direction of the wind

- Hygrometer – measures how much water is in the air

- Rain Gauge – measures how much rain has fallen

· Weather Map – shows weather information.  P. 178
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· Pollution Alerts:

· The exhaust that leaves cars and trucks can cause smog and ozone in the air.

· People who have breathing difficulties should avoid the outdoors when there is a smog alert

Lesson 2
· Weather patterns depend on the Sun, water, and location of a place

· The weather patterns of the state of Washington depend on how close the region is to the Pacific Ocean, and on which side of the Cascade Mountains the region is;

- Western Washington has a pattern of cool, wet winters

- Eastern Washington has a pattern of cold, dry winters

· Blizzard – winter storm with low temperatures, strong winds, and heavy snowfall.

- warning = a storm is already in or near your area
